1. Note of the last meeting (any actions that we can progress)

All items were on the agenda

2. CPD update from areas 

Andrea – Glasgow Life continues to provide a mix of blended learning for adults and young people.  Connectivity and kit is still an issue and we are still contacting some learners by phone.  We have closed FB groups for youth work.  Focusing on streetwork, particularly in the south where there have been a number of suicides.

Isobel, Renfrewshire – focus on mental health.  No face to face work yet.  Interested in support for adult literacies online.

Susan Craynor, East Renfrewshire – some anti-social behaviour (perceptions) – joint approach.  Opening venues.  Supporting LGBTQ young people.  Piloting locality planning areas for locality planning.  Priority service for schools.  Mental health is a focus.  Some feedback that people don’t want to use online platforms all the time and would prefer face to face work.

Jennifer, East Renfrewshire – no face to face.  Using teams and Google tools through GLOW.

Fiona, East Dunbartonshire– no provision back up and running yet.
Hazel. West Dunbartonshire – using FB and Zoom.  Adult Literacies – tutors are sending out worksheets to those who can’t connect online.  Recruiting for detached youth workers.  Adult Learners not accessing college placements as much due to not being online.

David, North Lanarkshire – similar to others.  Community hubs was a focus over the summer. Online learning, dropping off learning packs.  3 centres back in with limited timetable – targeting vulnerable individuals and families.  Lanarkshire might have further restrictions.  Streetwork.  Some training – webex.  Teams training in the pipeline.  Bespoke training around connecting Scotland.  No face to face.

Joan South Lanarkshire – centres open short times for targeted groups.  Winter leavers programme as of last week.  Alternative curriculum programme.  Detached in school playgrounds.  Doing adult groups outside, delivering learning packs.  Face to face meetings with families.  ALN and ESOL delivery on Teams and You Tube.  Bespoke work in schools re healthy and well being. Targeted work for LGBTQ young people.  Young Scot website training.  Youth Scotland training looking at youth achievement online.  Outreach and detached training. STEM training and blethers. Delivering SVQ in youth work including Assessor and Verifier.
3. Blethers

a) National Digital Blether Feedback#
– national digital engagement.  Went well.  Virtual Community –West Dun and Aberdeenshire’s ESOL.  Fife’s digital storytelling examples.  Notes can be shared.  Action from national group – building up a bank of case studies.  Some frustration that people still have to rely on using their own devices.  Key agenda item for the national group – what can be shared.  Digi Learn resources.  Online safety for adults and young people – identified as a priority.  Focus on standards of quality.  Lots developed very quickly, need to look at assessing the impact/quality.  Digital fatigue is also coming up
b)    Education Scotland/West Alliance CLD practitioner blethers- John GaltBlethers – local.  4 sessions at 1-2pm.  1) National picture, 2)digital, 3)community development & capacity building, 4)youth work and work with schools.  CLD Standards council are encouraging LA’s to bring a voluntary sector friend. 34 bookings across all areas.  Good response, some areas still to book.  Please pass on to voluntary sector. Action:  Looking for volunteer facilitators – John will send an email.  Facilitators shouldn’t need technical access to assist.

5. West Partnership Update- Robert Hynd

West Partnership Update – reviewing how it works during COVID.  New streamlined plan in place.  Workstreams have been revised.  CLD was in Families & Communities but this has now merged with Collaborative Learning.  Ruth Binks in Inverclyde and Mark Latta for East Ren will be linked to Families and Communities Officer network.  Robert remains the rep.  Families living in poverty.  Robert to share notes if permitted.  Linking up Connected Scotland.  West CLD Managers have continued to meet.  Youth partnership collaboration started at the end of last year and then the work paused due to lockdown.  This is being re-established.  Reviewing best practice around the PSE curriculum.
