1. Note of the last meeting (any actions that we can progress)
John Galt noted that there had been request for blethers and programmes as a result.  West CLD Alliance members are asked to continue sharing information with staff and stakeholders...  
2. CPD update from areas 

Glasgow – 90 venues are-opening (not all).  GCC is running a campaign for communities to run their own facilities.  Some outdoor adult learning about to start with Adult Learning Tutors trained in Healthy Walks Leadership.
North Lanarkshire – starting to re-open.  Working with vulnerable families and individuals.  Online and blended learning still continuing.  Work with schools restarts w/ 19th April.  20 young people working with NL through youth guarantee programme.  Enterprise and Communities department will be changed.  It is likely CLD will move.

South Lanarkshire – moving back into schools.  Streetwork will restart.  All adult learning is online apart from some walking groups.  Good online engagement.  Running SVQ Assessors & Verifiers awards and a range of training for staff.

East Renfrewshire – resumed detached work on 15th March 2021, working with Police Scotland, putting together an over-arching policy for the council re the approach to anti-social behaviour (for the summer).  Back in schools and as this rises, detached work will decrease.  Worked with s1-s3 – outdoor learning and back delivering Duke of Edinburgh, classroom based.  Detached work I the community re locality planning will start next week.  Supporting food sharing.  Really positive at the moment

West Dunbartonshire - youth team focussing on youth parliament elections and outreach work.  Adult Learning Team still doing online blended learning.  Adult Learning Partnership will self-evaluate their CLD plan.  Recruited staff for the Young Persons Guarantee.  Recruited a staff member for illicit money lending outreach work.  Adult Learning team have their own You Tube channel.  Period poverty initiatives being put in place – ties into child poverty plan.  Year 1 – venues, Year 2 – online service (post & packing).  Year 3, community lead – decide for themselves about where products should be.  Morrison – ‘ask for Sandy’ initiative.  This is a code for someone to access period products.
Renfrewshire – most adult learning online as is family learning.  Focussed on Connecting Scotland with 84 devices given out including digital champions – wide age range.  Youth work has been happening, including some provision outdoors.  Young people continue to be involved in the- Duke of Edinburgh programme.
East Dunbartonshire – lots of work inline Health Issues in the Community online course being delivered.  Youth work survey underway to see what services young people want.  Working with CAB on child poverty plan.  Community grants distributed, monitoring an evaluation now being carried out – focussing on covid responses and training needs.   Programme of virtual learning lunches planned for next year.  First Asset transfer request has been received.  

3. National CPD Network update

CLD placements are working in some areas.  Spam attack in i-develop has now been resolved.  Some discussion around career pathways.  Highlight Place2Be offer through CLD Standards Council.  Standards for professional approval are clearer.  Practice placement standards developed for consistency.  Moved from guidelines to standards.  Degrees normally approved for 5 years will move to 6 year approval.  Mid-term review will still happen but there will also be an annual review process so we can understand student data e.g. active

Tayside & Fife – What kind of world do we want to live in post Covid 19 – staff sessions will happen over two mornings.  Could be opened up?  

Potential to have a week of good practice for all the networks.  There will be a single meeting about this.

Some discussion re engaging with Regional Improvement Collaboratives – Robert to follow up.

Education Scotland – John Galt – CLDMS and Nicola Sykes will offer sessions for CLD planning e.g. using Consul.  Using the place standard online.  A third session will look at other tools for engaging people online.  Youth Awards network will be looking at embedding youth awards into CLD plans.  Promotion of these will come out through CLDMS.  Open to all.  

STEM grants programme is live again – opportunity to bid in with a closing date in May.  Info sessions are running.  John will send link.

Glasgow Science Centre – Fairer Futures – session happening on 21st April 2021.  John will send the link.

4. Research Project – John Galt & Sheila Brown
People are invited to sign up for the work, if interested.  Decide on a piece of research you’d like to do and then present back.  Research could be linked to priorities for the West Partnership plan.  Contact Sheila directly to register interest.  It can be opened up to colleagues and is an individual piece of work, rather than a coordinated West approach.
